Our role is primarily to liaise between the Village, the District Council and the County Council.  Our aim is to ensure that Gaydon remains a pleasant place to live and work.

Accounts are kept by the Parish Clerk and are available for inspection by contacting her.  They are audited annually by an internal and external auditor.  Additionally information regarding the audit process is placed on the village noticeboard in May.
Every 3 years the Grass and Cemetery Maintenance Contract comes up for renewal.  3 quotes are sought in accordance with our Standing Orders.  A large portion of the precept is spent on maintaining the Village i.e. grounds maintenance, lighting maintenance and electricity bill, clock repairs, insurance cover, repairs to existing buildings/street furniture (repainting bus shelter and flag pole, repairs to Church Road bench).
